General Information: 
This competition is governed by F.I.S. Freestyle General Rules and Regulations and 

Policies and Procedures of the CFSA. The competition is sanctioned by the CFSA. The 

competition is open to both males and females. Only those athletes from Ontario regional 

teams are eligible for medals. Provincial, Development and National Team athletes may 

not receive medals. All athletes, coaches and Team Leaders must carry CFSA 

membership with insurance to attend the event, and must be able to provide proof of 

same at the time of registration. Helmets are mandatory gear for all athletes. No 
inverted maneuvers are permitted, but corked tricks are encouraged.  Extensive 

accommodation is available throughout the Barrie area. 

 

Competition Date and Location: 
The competition will take place starting at 1000 hrs, Saturday, February 2, 2008, on  

the “Mare” at the Horseshoe Resort. This hill is accessed from the Atomic Express or 
Chair Lift #2.

Registration: 
Registration will be Saturday, February 2 at 0800-0930 hrs in the Alpine Extension.  

Free parking is available. Team leaders and coaches must provide completed registration 

forms with full details on all athletes and a summary of total payments owing.  Early 
Registration is encouraged.

Coaches – Please forward the number of participants you are expecting from your clubs 

so that the appropriate number of lift tickets are ready. 

 Entry Fees: 
The competition fee is $30.00. 



The Bib deposit fee is $20.00, refundable at the end of competition or end of season. 

 

Lift tickets are no charge on Competition Day. 

Athletes may bring their own lunch or buy lunch in the chalet. 

 

In the event of cancellation all fees, except payments to judges, will be refunded. 

 

All competitors must wear their bibs at all times during the event. Competitors are 

expected to follow and respect all rules of Horseshoe Resort at all times when visiting the 

club. Failure to do so may result in removal from the venue without refund. 

 

Liability: 
The organizing committee and Horseshoe Resort Ltd. will not be liable for injury 

sustained during the event. All athletes must carry insurance through membership with 

the CFSA. All athletes in addition must carry their own provincial health insurance. 

 

Notice Board: 
Interim results will be posted on a notice Board on the Judges stand at the venue and in 

the Chalet. 

 

Appeals: 
Any appeal must be lodged with the Chief Judge within 15 minutes of the release of final 

results. There are no exceptions. 

 

Concerns and Complaints: 
These should be directed to the Chief of Competition, or any member of the Organizing 

Committee in writing if possible.

1200 hrs. Course opens for training.  Coaches must contact Stephanie Todd for        

                Group Rates on lift tickets by January 30, 2008. 

2100 hrs. Course closes. 

  

Saturday February 2 2008 
 0800 hrs. Registration opens in the Alpine Extension, upper level. 

 0900 hrs. Lifts open and training begins. 

 0940 hrs. Hill closed to training. All athletes required to slip the course. 

 1000 hrs. Forerunners on course. 2 males and 2 females chosen by 

coaches. 

 1015 hrs. Competition begins, first of 2 runs. 



 1200 hrs. End of first run. 45 minute break for lunch. Chalet Room for 

those who brought lunch. Alpine Cafeteria or Go West Grill for those purchasing 

lunch. 

 1300 hrs. Competition re-opens, second of 2 runs 

 1500 hrs. Competition closes. Athletes may free ski. The course is closed. 

 1600 hrs. Awards in front of the Crazy Horse Saloon 

 1700 hrs. Event closes.
